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BY-LAWS
of the Miller County Middle and High School

Chapters of the National Beta Club
ARTICLE I

TIME AND PLACE OF MEETINGS


The time and place of meetings of this chapter of the National Beta Club shall be decided upon only after consultation with, and upon the approval of, the executive head of the Miller County High School.  


The place of the meetings of this chapter of the National Beta Club shall be:  that room(s) designated by the executive head and sponsor(s) of the Miller County High School and Miller County Middle School sponsors.
ARTICLE II

QUORUM


A quorum of this organization shall be constituted by a majority of the membership.  No action may be taken which is binding upon the membership unless a quorum is present.  However, certain matters -- such as, a discussion of means of taking in new members, the presentation of a program, etc.--may be carried on at a regular or special meeting without a quorum being present.  
ARTICLE III

STANDARDS OF MEMBERSHIP

Standards or membership in the Miller County High School / Miller County Middle School chapters of the National Beta Club must conform to the general features as laid down in the National Constitutions, and in all cases must be approved by the executive head of the high school.


The classes from which members may be drawn are as follows:  rising ninth, tenth, eleventh, and twelfth graders.  


The national membership fee for entrance into the Senior Beta Club is $15.00 (a one-time fee for new members) and local chapter fees are $15.00.  The fee is utilized to defray the cost of a certificate of membership, a membership card, and an official pin.

Seniors with debts to the club at the time of graduation will not graduate.  


The scholastic and behavior requirements for membership in this chapter of the National Beta Club should be as follows:
1. The member must maintain an overall academic grade point average of 90% or above.
2. The member must have a good-standing discipline record.
3. Membership induction will be offered to qualifying members during the fall / spring session of each school year.
4. Each Beta member will receive a packet of information for Senior Beta By-Laws.  

5. By the signature of the inductee, he or she is signifying that he has received and understands all of the policies, procedures, deadlines, requirements, the Constitution and the By-Laws of the Miller County Senior Beta Club / Miller County Middle School Junior Club.  
ARTICLE IV

MAINTAINING MEMBERSHIP


A member of this chapter of the National Beta Club must maintain the following requirements for each school year (from the first day of Fall semester until the last school day in the month of May):

1.  A member must maintain an overall academic GPA of 90 or above.


2.  If the GPA drops below 90%, the member will have the following semester to raise it to 90% or above or will be dropped from the club.  The GPA will not be rounded up.


3.  A member must maintain good standing in conduct.  The consequence of being sent to ISS will be probation (first offense), followed by dismissal from the club (second offense).  ALL OSS matters will result in immediate dismissal from the club.  However, any member may be brought before a tribunal if the member wishes.
4.  To maintain membership for the ensuing year, a member must acquire the amount of 65 activity points.

5.  A member must attend 75% of all meetings and issue the secretary a note prior to each meeting stating the purpose of missing a meeting.

6.  Activity points must be achieved through the sponsor approved service projects and activities.  Sponsors will provide students with their points at the end of the first semester and then again at the end of the second semester.  Students are responsible for keeping up with points in between those periods.
7.  Letters of notice will be sent each semester if a member is deficient in any area of his or her projects/activities, grades, or conduct.  
ARTICLE V

LOSS OF MEMBERSHIP

A member of this chapter of the National Beta Club may be issued loss of membership if:

1.  He or she fails to pay his or her yearly dues by the due date given.
2.  The member fails to participate in the designated fundraising activities.
3.  The member fails to maintain a GPA of 90 or above.
4.  He or she fails to maintain good conduct both on and off campus. (Beta Club is also an outreach program to help provide community services; therefore, off-compass misconduct will not be tolerated).
5.  He or she fails to maintain good character, creditable achievement, commendable attitudes, or other standards set forth by the sponsors and club (suspension, poor conduct, etc.).
6.  The member executive head from the Miller County High School may drop a member from membership for the moral or disciplinary reasons that are deemed by him/her to be sufficient.  

A member dropped for any reason of the above reasons will not be reinstated.  If and when a member is dropped from membership, a record of this action shall be relayed to the National Bet Club immediately by the sponsor(s).
